Purpose of this Position:

· Provide palliative care consultation in various locations within the flow of patient care.
· Provide clinical and educational expertise within the palliative care clinical team. 

Job Responsibilities: 

· Participate in interdisciplinary consultation services in pediatric palliative care wherever the patient may be in the flow of healthcare.
· Facilitate discussion and clarification of goals of care for child and family.
· Collaborate with the primary medical team to establish a plan of care throughout a child’s disease trajectory.
· Collaborate with community agencies to provide appropriate and safe care of children and their families.
· Coordinate care for children with complex medical conditions.
· Facilitate coordination and access to appropriate supportive care services.
· Educate medical staff in all locations of care regarding pediatric palliative care, including but not limited to: appropriate pain and symptom management, grief, interdisciplinary approaches to caring for children and families facing life-threatening or life-limiting conditions.
· Concise and thorough documentation of provided services in medical record to support professional billing for rendered services.
· Regular attendance in interdisciplinary team meetings to review active cases.
· Provide on-call medical coverage.
· Assist in the development of standards of care.
· Adhere to the practices of confidentiality regarding children, families, staff and the organization.
· Provide collaborative oversight to mid-level providers.
· Assist in educational, research and advocacy efforts for children with complex, chronic and/or life-threatening conditions.
· Participates as faculty in palliative medicine fellowship training, if applicable.

· Board certified or eligible in Hospice and Palliative Medicine or equivalent experience 

· At least 2 years of experience working with medically complex conditions, including direct provision of end-of-life care.

· Experience working within an interdisciplinary team.

· Current state medical license and in good standing with medical board.
